This
person needs to see visible progress and completion. This person will be frustrated by repetitive
tasks that never seem to be finished. This person will thrive in a career that requires developing a
sharpened set of skills, where he can become an expert, and where he can make satisfying
achievements.Following the process that Mattson and Miller lay out, | developed a deeper

understanding of what makes me tick, which is invaluable in guiding me toward a career.
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
